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Every two minutes, another American is sexually assaulted.
It’s a crime that affects everyone, regardless of age, gender,
sexual orientation or location.

RAINN provides survivors of sexual violence with the support services they need and deserve through the
National Sexual Assault Hotline. Survivors can access help by calling 800.656.HOPE (4673) or by visiting
online.rainn.org to chat one-on-one with a trained support specialist 24/7. It's confidential and secure, so
users can feel comfortable getting the support they need. In 2015, RAINN expanded its services to reach
Spanish-speaking survivors and their loved ones. Help is available in Spanish 24/7 at rainn.org/es.
Together, the telephone and online hotline have helped more than 2 million people since 1994 — and the
online hotline has seen a more than 100% increase in demand since 2010.

Headline: How the National Sexual Assault Hotline Reduces the Barrier to Getting Help
Subhead: RAINN’s telephone and online hotline services support survivors and their loved ones

(DATE) - Samentha Moore, a three-time survivor of sexual assault, experienced shame and guilt from
what had happened. It was difficult to talk about. But after researching resources, she found support from
RAINN’s National Sexual Assault Hotline. She contacted RAINN’s confidential, secure online chat. ‘I
really just wanted someone to listen and say, ‘It's not crazy you feel that way. That’s part of healing, and
you’re gonna be okay.”

For other survivors, the telephone is easier because it connects to on-the-ground resources. RAINN’s
telephone hotline (800.656.HOPE) routes callers to a local sexual assault service provider that can follow
up with in-person support, information about local laws, and judgement-free support.

With these two services—telephone and online—RAINN offers the benefits of a national organization with
all the abilities and expertise of local programs. Staying ahead of advances in technology has allowed
RAINN to meet survivors where they are—and for an increasing number of young people that place is
online. For over half of minors who turned to RAINN’s Online Hotline, talking to a RAINN staff member
was the first time they disclosed the abuse or assault.
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“It can be so scary to take the first step towards getting help,” said Candice Lopez, director for the
National Sexual Assault Hotline. “That’s why RAINN offers two distinct ways to get help. Survivors can
use whichever method feels safer to them— whether that means typing or talking. Having those options
can make the healing process that much easier.”

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Frequently Asked Questions

Q: How do I access RAINN’s services?

A: The National Sexual Assault Hotline is available over the phone and via online chat. Call
800.656.HOPE to reach a local sexual assault service provider near you. Visit online.rainn.org to chat
with a trained RAINN support specialist. For help in Spanish, visit rainn.org/es.

Q: Who can use the National Sexual Assault Hotline?

A: Anyone who needs support can utilize the hotline. Whether you were recently assaulted or the assault
happened a long time ago, we are here to talk with you through whatever you are dealing with. Family
and friends of those who have experienced sexual violence are also encouraged to use the hotline. Our
trained staff can offer information and support. Support is also available in Spanish at rainn.org/es.

Q: What does it cost to use this service?
A: There is no cost to use the National Sexual Assault Hotline.

Q: Is this service confidential?

A: Yes. RAINN Hotline staff do not ask users for personally-identifying information. This includes details
such as your name, age or where you live. We do not need to know who you are to help you. Our primary
goal is to provide survivors and loved ones with the help they need. However, some of RAINN’s local
affiliates (centers.rainn.org) may require personal information like your name or age in order to provide
you with ongoing services.

Q: What other resources are available for survivors?

A: RAINN has curated a comprehensive directory of resources available at rainn.org related to the needs
and concerns of survivors, including information about recovery, medical issues, the criminal justice
process, local resources, as well as support for family and friends of survivors.

Q: Who runs the National Sexual Assault Hotline?
A: The National Sexual Assault Hotline is operated by RAINN, the nation’s largest anti-sexual violence
organization.
